Thornhill, Dalgarnock, Closeburn, and Irongray. 10
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70 Dunscore Lag the persecutor, remains of his tower and his tomb min a chuchyard near the main road.
71 Irongray. Kirk where John Welsh preached, and Martyr’s Monument and grave about 1,000 yards to the West.
77. Dalgarnock Old Burial Ground. Monument to the Nithsdale Martyrs. Four Covenanter graves.

(Grave nearby with the figure of a Covenanting Preacher on the back.)
78 Closeburn old Kirk Grave of a Covenanter standing against the wall of the church. John Mathison was banished but
managed to return. He left a fine testimony of his experience in banishment.
78a Crichope Linn, Covenanters’ cave two miles north. Follow the path from the wicket gate through the trees by the river.
Good footwear advised, can be muddy.
